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Fields to play soccer on are in short supply.  The increasing number of youth playing 
soccer in our community has out-paced the number of fields available for their practices 
and games.  The limited number of fields we do have are so over-used that they are 
more dirt and mud than grass.  Most practices and games are being played on middle 
and high school fields creating overuse and safety concerns for school soccer and other 
field use. 
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A dedicated group of soccer families came together in 2000 to address the need for 
soccer fields.  Through a shared vision and hard work, 40 acres of land south of 
Tumwater and adjacent to I-5 were purchased in 2003 for 9 soccer fields.  In 2005 and 
2006, the land was cleared for seeding. 
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With the significant help of community 
leaders and the US Army, 585th Engineer 
Company, we are ready to seed.  The 
community soccer complex will have 9 full-
size soccer fields, a lighted playshed, a 
walking-running trail, concession stand and 
parking lot.  The site is located south of 
Tumwater off I-5 at exit 99 (93rd Ave. SW). 
 
Significant accomplishments achieved 
in 2005 - 2006: 
·  Nearly 40 acres cleared and leveled. 
·  The land has been prepared for 

seeding. 
·  One-half of the access road has been
